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General Committee Information 
Guidelines 
1. A meeting calendar is developed for the program year. A subcommittee or taskforce 

should not meet later than two weeks prior to the next meeting of the parent body. 
This amount of time is generally required to prepare material on recommendations 
or other action items. 

2. A written report of the committee work is presented at Board meetings along with 
recommendations for the Board’s consideration. If an issue is technical, a Chair may 
invite the subcommittee chair to the Board meeting to give additional background 
interpretation on a specific recommendation. 

3. Recommendations, along with support materials, are prepared by staff liaisons and 
forwarded to the Board as part of the agenda packet. 

4. Committee and subcommittee Chairs should contact each other to discuss mutual 
concerns. Staff liaisons should always be kept up to date on any issues needing 
discussion. 

5. Member assignments to committees and subcommittees are made by the Board 
Chair. Near the end of each program year, interest in serving on a committee is 
solicited by mail. Because time and resources are precious, it is the general rule 
that, with the exception of Chairs, a member serves on only one subcommittee at a 
time. 

6. Consideration for membership on a committee and subcommittee includes interest, 
competence, geographics, gender, type of operation and special interests. To 
assure continuity, turnover is targeted no more than one-third each year. 

 

Planning & Organizing Meetings 
Written agendas are required for all meetings and are prepared by the staff liaison in 
consultation with the Chair. Agendas and support materials are sent to members at 
least one week before the meeting. In each agenda packet, Staff will include draft 
minutes of the prior committee or subcommittee meeting. Staff is assigned specific 
tasks, follows up on requested information and consults with the committee chair. 

Region Representative 
In order to strengthen the link between the governance of the association and the areas 
of California, CAHSA’s regions have the opportunity to appoint region representatives to 
the four Public Policy Subcommittees and to the Membership Services Committee. This 
appointment encourages a vital relationship between the regions and the state 
organization as a whole. The region representative on a committee will: 

1.) Bring forward the region membership issues related to the scope of the 
committee; 

2.) Bring to the region membership issues related to the work of the committee; 
and 
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3.) In the case of Membership Services, committees have specific responsibility 

to member orientation. 
Each region will determine the appropriate way to implement reporting by the region 
representatives. 

Conducting the Meeting 
A quorum is not required to begin a meeting; meetings begin promptly at the time 
announced. Every effort is made to adjourn at the appointed time. Because of time 
constraints or in the interests of cost containment, correspondence or telephone 
conference calls are used to expedite necessary business. 

Committees, Subcommittees, and Task Forces 
Committees and subcommittees are a permanent part of the CAHSA structure. The 
work of the committees and subcommittees establish policy, procedures, and practices 
for on-going issues. Task forces are utilized for a limited amount of time for specific 
issues that require action. 

Board Actions: VTRs 
When a committee takes an action that is to be brought to the Board, a “VTR” is used. 
VTR is an acronym for Voted to Recommend. The VTR form is prepared for Board 
recording and details the recommendations, background, and related issues. The VTR, 
plus any pertinent attachments, is forwarded to the Board for adoption. The VTR 
process provides essential documentation for future reference. 

Public Policy Committee Actions: PVTRs 
When a public policy subcommittee takes an action that is to be brought to the Public 
Policy Committee, a “PVTR” is used. The “Policy Voted to Recommend” includes the 
subcommittee’s recommendation and outlines the issue or need, background, benefits 
and drawbacks of the proposal.  The PVTR is important to provide documentation for 
future reference of subcommittee actions. 

Attendance 
Committee and subcommittee members are expected to maintain at least minimal 
participation and are required to attend at least 50 percent of committee meetings.
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Board Committees: Job Description 
Acts on behalf of the Board of Directors, except as may be prohibited by law or CAHSA 
Bylaws, in its implementation of adopted Board programs and policies. 
 

Duties 
1. Implement programs in accordance with Board adopted policies, resource 

allocations, and annual work plans. 
2. Prepare recommendations on policy for the Board of Directors when necessary. 

Effects changes to policies and programs of CAHSA. Through the Committee 
Chair, updates the Board of Directors on work plans, completed programs and 
programs that should be undertaken. 

3. Are guided by the corporate goals and objectives and annual work plans. 
4. When managing subcommittees or task forces, Committees shall: 

a. Monitor and evaluate the continuing work of subcommittees and task 
forces. 

b. Ensure broad base of opinion to subcommittee debate when necessary. 
c. Review any policy proposals or requests for action that a subcommittee or 

task force wishes to submit to the Board. With the committee’s 
concurrence, through the Committee Chair, submit the proposal or request 
for action to the Board with the appropriate documentation. 

d. Identify any issues which are not currently under the purview of a standing 
subcommittee and take action as necessary by: expanding the work plan 
of a subcommittee to encompass the issue; create a temporary ad hoc 
task force to address the issue; and proposing other action to the Board 
which will resolve the issue. 

Subcommittees or Task Forces: Job Description 
Acts on behalf of the parent committee except as may be prohibited by law or CAHSA 
Bylaws, in its implementation of adopted Board programs and policies. 
 

Duties 
1. Implement programs in accordance with Board adopted policies, funding and 

staffing limitations, and annual work plans. 
2. Prepare recommendations on policy for the parent body when necessary. 

Through the Chair, updates the parent body on the appropriateness of work 
plans, completed programs that should be undertaken. 

3. Are guided by the corporate goals and objectives and annual work plan. 
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Tips for Conference Call Etiquette 

If participants in a conference call do not follow a few simple rules of conference call 
etiquette, the call can quickly degenerate into a confusing experience with very little 
actually accomplished during the call. Below are some key tips that will help you to make all 
of your conference calls successful.  

• Set the Ground Rules Early - The facilitator or moderator, or even an operator, 
should advise participants of the basic rules of the call before general interaction 
begins. This includes both general etiquette and any specific rules the moderator 
deems necessary.  
   

• Make Introductions - After all expected participants are on the line, the moderator 
should introduce each person and provide a short background or description of that 
person's responsibilities on the call. This is especially true if there are guests or 
newcomers on the call.  
   

• No Cell Phones Allowed! - While cell phones can technically be included in 
conference calls, and may be necessary in some cases, cell phones can also cause 
static on the lines and may otherwise affect the quality of the connection so that cell 
phones on conference calls should be avoided whenever possible.  
   

• Never Put a Conference Call on Hold! - If you put a conference call on hold, one 
of two things will happen. Either the participants will be forced to listen to your on-
hold music or they will not know that you have stepped away and may continue to 
address you while you're gone. Either way, putting a conference call on hold is 
considered to be rude.  
   

• Call Waiting No-No - The sound of your call-waiting beep can be disruptive and 
confusing to conference call participants. Conference call etiquette dictates that you 
will give the call your undivided attention for the length of the call. Quite often the 
Call Waiting function can be temporarily suspended by touching *70 prior to the call.  
   

• Identify Yourself - When you first enter the call and any time you speak, you 
should identify yourself by name and location or position. If there are a large number 
of participants on the line, everyone may not know your voice, and your 
identification will help to keep the call on track and avoid misunderstandings.  
   

• Mute Speakerphones - If you are using speakerphones at some locations, and if no 
one at your location needs to answer a particular question or speak on an issue, you 
should mute the phone. Speakerphones pick up a lot of background noise, and 
muting whenever possible will enhance the quality of the call.

Instead of emailing the letter to elected officials, participants are 
urged to print out the letter on letterhead and fax it to the 
officials’ offices with the information provided. 

 
• Forward Aging Services’ Legislative Action Alerts to employees in 

their company and encourage them to personalize the sample 
letter provided in the alert. 

 
• Attend town hall meetings of their elected officials and express 

their concerns about legislation affecting seniors. 
 

• Visit their legislator or their staffs at one of the state or district 
offices and discuss aging issues. 

 
• Invite their legislators to project dedications, open houses or 

other ceremonies. 
 

• Invite one legislator or their staff to tour the facility or office at 
least once a year.
